WHEREAS, the Sullivan County Legislature has recognized the changing needs of the 
County and fully supports efforts to encourage economic development, tourism, community

RE:         2019 Community Development Program Guidelines Updates 
 

Dear Legislature: 

The following changes have been made to the Community Development Program Guidelines for 2019: 

1. The guidelines now include the Remove Unsafe Structures (RUSt) Program guidelines and application to 
have all four programs in one comprehensive document, rather than two, as was the case in 2018. 

2. Background section was updated to include the history of the 3 programs introduced in 2018. 
3. Funding amounts throughout were updated to reflect the FY2019 budget commitments. 
4. Quasi-governmental agencies operating in Sullivan County (e.g. the Sullivan County Land Bank 

Corporation) have been added as an eligible applicant to RUSt funds. 
5. Instead of each program having its own application due dates and cycles, standard round due dates 

have been added to Section 8.0 to eliminate any confusion on application deadlines.  
6. After implementing for the 2018 program year, we decided to remove specified deadlines for project 

completion from the guidelines, with the understanding that contracts will establish timelines on an 
individual project basis.  

7. Selection criteria sections have been amended to emphasize that past performance and adherence to 
guidelines and reimbursement protocol will be taken into account by the review committee.  

8. Section 12.3 was amended from “Hourly personnel rates should be based on salary” to “Hourly 
personnel rates should be based on salary, excluding fringe benefits.”  

9. Section 13.0 Program Orientation was added. This section allows for a pre-agreement training for 
successful applicants to attend, presented by County staff, to ensure funding recipients understand 
reimbursement procedures and project monitoring protocols. This training will address many issues 
encountered in the FY2018 program with the intent of reducing questions and increasing understanding 
of the reimbursement process.   

10. Section 14.0 was added to provide my specific contact information for questions and assistance with 
project development to ensure strong and thorough applications, rather than having contact 
information at the end of each program description section, as was in the 2018 guidelines.
